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Vow to Change
• Commit to helping others fight sin and 

find forgiveness (13).
• Rejoice in God’s righteousness which 

provides for your restoration (14).
• Plead for God’s grace to restore you to 

grateful worship (15).
• Remind yourself that God is not pleased 

with doing external rituals alone (16).
• Offer crushed-heart humility to God in 

worship (17).
