14 Now thanks be to God who always leads us in triumph in Christ, and through us diffuses the fragrance 
of His knowledge in every place. 15 For we are to God the fragrance of Christ among those who are being 
saved and among those who are perishing. 16 To the one we are the aroma of death leading to death, and 
to the other the aroma of life leading to life. And who is sufficient for these things? 
 
2 Corinthians 6:3-10 
  
3 We give no offense in anything, that our ministry may not be blamed. 4 But in all things we commend 
ourselves as ministers of God: in much patience, in tribulations, in needs, in distresses, 5 in stripes, in

many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things. 
 
Colossians 3:9-11 
  
9 Do not lie to one another, since you have put off the old man with his deeds, 10 and have put on the 
new man who is renewed in knowledge according to the image of Him who created him, 11 where there is 
neither Greek nor Jew, circumcised nor uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave nor free, but Christ is 
all and in all. 
 
Ephesians 4:20-24 
  
20 But you have not so learned Christ, 21 if indeed you have heard Him and have been taught by Him, as 
the truth is in Jesus: 22 that you put off, concerning your former conduct, the old man which grows 



corrupt according to the deceitful lusts, 23 and be renewed in the spirit of your mind, 24 and that you put 
on the new man which was created according to God, in true righteousness and holiness. 
 
2 Peter 1:12-15 
  
Peter’s Approaching Death 
12 For this reason I will not be negligent to remind you always of these things, though you know and are 
established in the present truth. 13 Yes, I think it is right, as long as I am in this tent, to stir you up by 
reminding you, 14 knowing that shortly I must put off my tent, just as our Lord Jesus Christ showed me. 
15 Moreover I will be careful to ensure that you always have a reminder of these things after my decease. 
 
2 Corinthians 12:7-10 
  
7 And lest I should be exalted above measure by the abundance of the revelations, a thorn in the flesh was 
given to me, a messenger of Satan to buffet me, lest I be exalted above measure. 8 Concerning this thing I 
pleaded with the Lord three times that it might depart from me. 9 And He said to me, “My grace is 
sufficient for you, for My strength is made perfect in weakness.” Therefore most gladly I will rather boast 
in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me. 10 Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in 
reproaches, in needs, in persecutions, in distresses, for Christ’s sake. For when I am weak, then I am 
strong. 
 
1 Corinthians 15:35-38 
  
35 But someone will say, “How are the dead raised up? And with what body do they come?” 36 Foolish 
one, what you sow is not made alive unless it dies. 37 And what you sow, you do not sow that body that 
shall be, but mere grain—perhaps wheat or some other grain. 38 But God gives it a body as He pleases, 
and to each seed its own body. 
 
1 Corinthians 13:12 
  
12 For now we see in a mirror, dimly, but then face to face. Now I know in part, but then I shall know just 
as I also am known. 
 
1 Corinthians 3:9-14 
  
9 For we are God’s fellow workers; you are God’s field, you are God’s building. 10 According to the grace 
of God which was given to me, as a wise master builder I have laid the foundation, and another builds on 
it. But let each one take heed how he builds on it. 11 For no other foundation can anyone lay than that 
which is laid, which is Jesus Christ. 12 Now if anyone builds on this foundation with gold, silver, precious 
stones, wood, hay, straw, 13 each one’s work will become clear; for the Day will declare it, because it will 
be revealed by fire; and the fire will test each one’s work, of what sort it is. 14 If anyone’s work which he 
has built on it endures, he will receive a reward. 
 
2 Corinthians 6:1-3 
  
6 We then, as workers together with Him also plead with you not to receive the grace of God in vain. 2 
For He says: “In an acceptable time I have heard you, and in the day of salvation I have helped you.”  
Behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation. 3 We give no offense in anything, 
that our ministry may not be blamed. 
 
 



James 4:13-14 
  
13 Come now, you who say, “Today or tomorrow we will go to such and such a city, spend a year there, 
buy and sell, and make a profit”; 14 whereas you do not know what will happen tomorrow. For what is 
your life? It is even a vapor that appears for a little time and then vanishes away. 
 
1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 
  
13 But I do not want you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning those who have fallen asleep, lest you 
sorrow as others who have no hope. 14 For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so God will 
bring with Him those who sleep in Jesus. 15 For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who 
are alive and remain until the coming of the Lord will by no means precede those who are asleep. 16 For 
the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of an archangel, and with the 
trumpet of God. And the dead in Christ will rise first. 17 Then we who are alive and remain shall be 
caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall always be with 
the Lord. 18 Therefore comfort one another with these words. 
 
1 Thessalonians 5:9-11 
  
9 For God did not appoint us to wrath, but to obtain salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ, 10 who died 
for us, that whether we wake or sleep, we should live together with Him. 11 Therefore comfort each other 
and edify one another, just as you also are doing. 
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
