1. Establishes Significance (Mat 12:36; Jer 17:10)—everything
that we do matters for eternity

2. Provides Hope (17; Gen 18:25; Isa 35:4)—ultimately there will
be justice

IV. ENJOYMENT (12, 13, 22)—we are supposed to enjoy life

A. Be Joyful. (Phil 4:4; Ps 104:34)—an attitude

B. Enjoy God’s gifts. (13, 22; 1 Tim 4:3-4; Jam 1:17)—eating,
drinking, work

B. Enjoy the fruit of your labors. —your portion
