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Think of Adam and Eve: The fruit was beautiful and tasted
wonderful, but was it worth it?

Think of King David: Adultery was pleasurable for a moment, but
was it worth it?

Think of Yourself: Your last sin was pleasurable for a moment, but
was it worth it?

Christian which one would you choose?
