The four participles which follow the
imperative ‘stand’, namely, ‘having fastened
the belt of truth’, ‘having put on the
breastplate of righteousness’ (v. 14), ‘having
fitted your feet’ (v. 15), and ‘having taken up
the shield of faith’ (v. 16), spell out the
actions believers need to have taken if they
are to stand firm. Given the context, these
participles could also be taken as having an
implied imperatival force.

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Paul is telling us to stand, and to stand firm, but
when doing so, make sure you have this equipment.
Or another way of saying it is you can’t stand unless
you have this equipment.

When believers have made all the
necessary preparations for the battle
with the appropriate goal in mind, then
they are to ‘stand firm’. This exhortation,
which has been mentioned three times
before (vv. 11, 13 [twice)), is repeated,
but this time it is expressed as an
imperative. It is the chief admonition of
the passage, and in the light of the
battle imagery used throughout points to
the stance of a soldier in combat, one

who resolutely opposes the enemy.
