➔ NOTE: The Greek Word Group—“alathase” = “real, true,  

 G_____________” 

 
➔ NOTE: The English word “true” = “faithful, reliable, certain” 

 
➔ QUOTE: “The Truth or veracity of God, is that attribute of his  

 nature by virtue of which he performs what he has said”  
 (William G. T. Shedd, Dogmatic Theology, v. 1, p. 391).  
 
➔ QUOTE: “To say that God is true is to say, in the most  

 comprehensive sense, that He is consistent with Himself,  

 that He is all that He should be, that He has revealed  

 Himself as He really is, and that He and His revelation are  
 completely reliable” (Charles Ryrie, Basic Theology, p. 44, ©
