“Heart” — the center of what matters to you; your
emotions; your passions; the core of



your decision making;
What you love;
Your personality.

“Troubled” — to be tossed

to and fro; agitated; (their world was falling apart)
... Neither let them be afraid.”

In. 14:27

Why would the disciples be troubled?

.Jn. 11:8 — “the Jews were seeking to stone Jesus.”

.Jn. 13:21 — “one of you will betray Me.”

.In. 7:25 — “Is not this the man whom they seek to kill?”
.Jn. 11:16 — “Let us also go, that we may die with Him.”
