They all joined together constantly in prayer, along with the women and Mary the mother of
Jesus, and with his brothers.

Night and day we pray most earnestly that we may see you again and supply what is lacking in
your faith. Now may our God and Father himself and our Lord Jesus clear the way for us to
come to you.

a) Instruction

Now this is eternal life: that they know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom you
have sent. (John 17:3)

b) Application

Now, brothers and sisters, | have applied these things to myself and Apollos for your benefit, so
that you may learn from us the meaning of the saying, “Do not go beyond what is written.”

IV. We experience joy, spiritual assistance and strengthening when we are in close

relationship with other believers. (v. 7)

Your love has given me great joy and encouragement, because you, brother, have refreshed the
hearts of the saints.

Convinced of this, | know that | will remain, and | will continue with all of you for your
progress and joy in the faith, so that through my being with you again your boasting in Christ
Jesus will abound on account of me. (Philippians 1:25-26)

Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind and
with all your strength.” The second is this: ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.” There is no
commandment greater than these.” (Mark 12:30-31)

Therefore if you have any encouragement from being united with Christ, if any comfort from
his love, if any common sharing in the Spirit, if any tenderness and compassion, then make my
joy complete by being like-minded, having the same love, being one in spirit and of one mind.
(Philippians 2:1)

Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of compassion and the God
of all comfort, who comforts us in all our troubles, so that we can comfort those in any trouble
with the comfort we ourselves receive from God. (2 Corinthians 1:3-4)

even more at the joy of Titus, because all of you have refreshed his spirit. (2 Corinthians 7:13)
