The uniqueness and finality of Christ’s priesthood (11-13)
The Levitical priests: Stand daily
Christ: Once seated at the right hand (Hebrews 1:3)
The Divinity of Christ
Until His enemies should be made a footstool (Psalm 110)
Resting or Reigning? (Hebrews 2:14-15)
The danger of Judgment Day (Hebrews 10:26-31)

The uniqueness and finality of Christ’s sacrifice of Himself (14-17)
By a single offering ... he has perfected for all time ...
those who are being sanctified
The New Covenant (Hebrews 8:6-12; Jeremiah 31:31-24)

Application: The Gospel of forgiveness (18)
Jesus paid it all ... so, all to Him | owe
He who is forgiven much, loves much (Luke 7:47)
