Call to Worship

This exchange, from the scene in Revelation 5, begins when the angel
speaks to John, who has been weeping because no one in heaven or on
earth could be found to open the scroll (representing the New
Covenant) and its seals, thus ratifying and securing its blessings for God's
people. But Christ, who is both the Lion and the Lamb, has accomplished
this victory, which is why we praise God today!

Distribution of Elements

the communion trays. The cups containing wine are in the outer circles.
