ONE = Growth is an innate DESIRE  
Philippians 1:6 For I am confident of this very thing, that He who began a good work in you 
will perfect it until the day of Christ Jesus 

 

TWO = Growth is a biblical MANDATE  
2 Peter 1:8 For if these qualities are yours and are increasing, they render you neither 
useless nor unfruitful in the true knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. 10 Therefore, 
brethren, be all the more diligent to make certain about His calling and choosing you; for as 
long as you practice these things, you will never stumble;  



 

#2 D       – never become       15b

#3 D     – never become        16
