A. Crowds came for baptism

B. John speaks plainly to the crowds about their
current condition

C. Crowd response — What shall we do?

D. A call to transformation

True Gospel Preaching Glorifies Jesus (15-17)

A. John — “I am nothing compared to the “One”

B. | baptize with water (symbolic); he will bring
the Spirit and fire (life or death)

C. Jesus must be the exalted point of the message
