You Died with Christ

Living the Christian Life, Lesson 2

Living the Christian Life is a Bible study series that explores Paul’s teaching about
Christian growth and sanctification in Romans 6:1-8:17.

Introductory Thoughts

After a lengthy discussion of the need for and basis of justification by grace through faith
in Christ (i.e., salvation or conversion), Paul now explains how this same truth should
transform our mindset and lifestyle as Christians (i.e., sanctification or Christian growth).
The believer’s close identification with Christ’'s death, burial, and resurrection places him
or her in a new position. He is no longer a slave to sin but serves Jesus Christ instead.

Passage: Romans 6:5-7

v.5  For if we have been united together in the likeness of his death, certainly we
also shall be in the likeness of his resurrection,

v.6  Knowing this, that our old man was crucified with him, that the body of sin might
be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin.
