What did God tell Ahaz to do? How do you know that his response was not
the product of genuine humility? Compare the attitude of Ahaz to Christ's
challenge in John 7:17. How do the following New Testament verses expand
upon verse 14: John 1:1-3, 14; Luke 2:48-49? According to John 1:17-18, how
does Christ's coming help us understand who God is? What was the purpose
of Christ's coming according to Luke 19:10, Matthew 9:13, and Mark 10:45?
How can you be used to fulfill the purpose for which Christ came? Will you pray
for evangelistic opportunities during this Christmas season?
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
