Morning Worship Service: Philippians 1:1-2

Holy Correspondence
1. Paul and Timothy Were Freed from Sin to Serve Christ (1a).

2. Christians at Philippi Were Made Saints in Christ Jesus (1b).

3. They Were Connected with Their Elders and Deacons (1c).

4. They Greeted One Another with Blessings from God (2).

CONCLUSION: Paul and Timothy loved their brothers and sisters in Christ at the
congregation in Philippi. In the midst of great difficulty while in prison in Rome, they
wrote to these dear saints to thank and encourage them. They customize the etiquette of the
day to remind them even in their greetings that Christ has transformed every aspect of their
lives together for His glory. Let us consider how we can motivate one another to delight in
the new life won for us in Christ.



Romans 16:1-27

I commend to you our sister Phoebe, a servant of the church at Cenchreae, ? that you may welcome her
in the Lord in a way worthy of the saints, and help her in whatever she may need from you, for she has
been a patron of many and of myself as well.

3 Greet Prisca and Aquila, my fellow workers in Christ Jesus, 4 who risked their necks for my life, to whom
not only I give thanks but all the churches of the Gentiles give thanks as well. ® Greet also the church in
their house. Greet my beloved Epaenetus, who was the first convert to Christ in Asia. ® Greet Mary, who
has worked hard for you. ” Greet Andronicus and Junia, my kinsmen and my fellow prisoners. They are
well known to the apostles, and they were in Christ before me.
