Assurance of Pardoning Grace

The love of God for the unlovely, the type of love He calls and 
enables us to display in the world, is the basis of our salvation and 
of the confidence that we can now have before Him.

Romans 5:5-9 ESV

5 and hope does not put us to shame, because God’s love has been 
poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given 
to us. 6 For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died 
for the ungodly. 7 For one will scarcely die for a righteous person—
though perhaps for a good person one would dare even to die—     
8 but God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, 
Christ died for us. 9  Since, therefore, we have now been justified by 
his blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath of 
God.

Distribution of Elements

Because we believe that wine was used in the Last Supper and 
is thus more in accord with the fullness of symbolism intended by 
God in the Lord’s Supper, we offer wine and encourage those who 
take part in Communion to take this. For those with conscientious 
convictions against the use of wine, however, we offer the option 
of grape juice, which is contained in the inner circle of the 
communion trays. The cups containing wine are in the outer circles 
of the trays.
