2. Used under authority to God (“meekness of wisdom”)

The “seven pillars” (cf. Prov. 9:1) of wisdom

1. purity (holiness of life)
2. peaceableness (a joy to be around)
3. gentleness (considerate, forebearing, not easily provoked)
4. willingness to yield (reasonableness)
5. full of mercy and other good fruits (helpful)
6. impartial
7. without hypocrisy (sincere)
