Silent Confession of Sin

Our call to worship today brings to mind the sovereignty of God, the 
futility of idolatry, the redemption that God supplies through defeat of 
human authorities, and the eventual and certain vindication of God’s 
people, all relevant themes to the sermon series currently underway.

We praise the God who rules all creation, establishes His justice, hears 
the cries of His people and leads and saves them, and banishes our 
fear.

In contrast to the attitude expressed by the common sentiment, “I don’t 
want to get involved; it’s none of my business!” the Word of God requires 
God’s people to speak out against the abuse and mistreatment of the 
powerless and oppressed.

Lord God, we confess our failure to be true even to our own 
accepted standards, our unwillingness to apply to ourselves the 
standards of conduct we demand of others, our complacency 
towards wrongs that do not touch our own lives, our slowness 
to see the good in others and the evil in ourselves, our 
hardness of heart toward the faults of our neighbors and our 
readiness to make allowances for our own. O Lord, please 
forgive and grant us your pardon through Christ. Amen.

Assurance of Pardoning Grace

1 John 2:1–2 ESV 

My little children, I am writing these things to you so that you 
may not sin. But if anyone does sin, we have an advocate with the 
Father, Jesus Christ the righteous. 2 He is the propitiation for our 
sins, and not for ours only but also for the sins of the whole world.

Leader: This is the gospel.
Congregation: Hallelujah!

The heart of this confession is the acknowledgment of our self-centered 
indifference to the challenges, plights, and suffering experienced by other 
people

Although the Son of God dwelt in perfect bliss, He was willing to speak 
for us, to become our Advocate (defense attorney, so to speak) when we 
were helpless and slaves to sin.

Confession of Faith

The Apostles' Creed
I believe in God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth.
I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the 

Holy Spirit, and born of the virgin Mary. He suffered under Pontius 
Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried; he descended into hell. 
The third day he rose again from the dead. He ascended into 
heaven and is seated at the right hand of God the Father Almighty. 
From there he will come to judge the living and the dead.

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic* church, the communion of 
saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the 
life everlasting. Amen. (*or universal)

Distribution of Elements

"Who Is on the Lord's Side?"         

1. Who is on the Lord's side? 
Who will serve the King? 
Who will be His helpers, 
other lives to bring? 
Who will leave the world's side? 
Who will face the foe? 
Who is on the Lord's side? 
Who for Him will go? 
By Thy call of mercy, 
by Thy grace divine, 
We are on the Lord's side, 
Savior, we are Thine!

2. Not for weight of glory, 
not for crown and palm, 
Enter we the army, 
raise the warrior psalm; 
But for love that claimeth lives 
for whom He died: 
He whom Jesus nameth 
must be on His side. 
By Thy call of mercy, 
by Thy grace divine, 
We are on the Lord's side, 
Savior, we are Thine!

Because we believe that wine was used in the Last Supper and is thus 
more in accord with the fullness of symbolism intended by God in the 
Lord's Supper, we offer and encourage wine for those who take part in 
Communion. For those with conscientious convictions against the use of 
wine, however, we offer grape juice, which is contained in the inner circle of 
the communion trays. The cups containing wine are in the outer circles.



3. Jesus, Thou hast bought us, 
not with gold or gem, 
But with Thine own life blood, 
for Thy diadem; 
With Thy blessing filling each 
who comes to Thee, 
Thou hast made us willing, 
Thou hast made us free. 
By Thy grand redemption, 
by Thy grace divine, 
We are on the Lord's side, 
Savior, we are Thine!
