3. As the Israel of God, you should cautiously separate from the
wicked.

4. As the Israel of God, you should gratefully worship your
Savior.

Allen Ross “This one word would be sufficient to recall the earlier tensions over
the blessing, and it would indicate to Esau that Jacob was trying to make
restitution for his wrongs.”

For what fellowship has righteousness with lawlessness? And what communion
has light with darkness? 15 And what accord has Christ with Belial? Or what part
has a believer with an unbeliever? 16 And what agreement has the temple of God
with idols? For you are the temple of the living God. As God has said: "l will
dwell in them And walk among them. | will be their God, And they shall be My
people." 17 Therefore "Come out from among them And be separate, says the
Lord. Do not touch what is unclean, And | will receive you." (NKJV)
