B. Behold! The Lion, the Lamb, the Root of David

(cf. Isaiah 11:1, 10; Isaiah 53, and the Passover)
1. Has overcome by being slain (both priest
and sacrifice)
2. Seven horns = picture of power (cf.
Deut. 33:17; 1 Kings 22:11; Psalm
89:17; Daniel 7:7-8:24)

3. Took book from God’s “right hand”
C. Receives worship for his worthiness
1. You were slain
2. Purchased for God a global community
3. Made them a kingdom & priest, also will
reign
