23 Let us hold
fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for he is faithful that promised;) 24 And let us consider
one another to provoke unto love and to good works: 25 Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together,
as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.”

Ephesians 6:19-20 “And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to
make known the mystery of the gospel, 20 For which I am an ambassador in bonds: that therein I may speak
boldly, as I ought to speak.”

John 17:20-21 “Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe on me through their
word;21 That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us:
that the world may believe that thou hast sent me.”
