Context: a) disdain of unbelievers (v7, 14, 17)
b) discouragement in serving You (v1-7)
Cf. the Church today: can be discouraged in the disdain of
unbelief around us that seems to be triumphant

Needs a bigger picture of God: central stanza: v8-10;
the central verse of the psalm: v9

Notice 4 key words:

1. WILL: of His sovereignty

Think of the many times Scripture asserts the certainty of the
nations coming to Him. Egs:

Isaiah 66:23

Matthew 24:14

Revelation 15:3-4

2. ALL: of His rule

Not every individual, but representatives from every people
group

Matthew 28:18-20: ALL authority > ALL nations

Christianity is the one transcultural world religion

3. WORSHIP of His Mission

Revelation 7:9-10: God-centered, not man-centered

4. GLORY to Your Name

of His Mission

J. Piper: Missions exists because worship doesn't.
He made them: Revelation 4:11

He redeemed them: Revelation 5:9-10

Conclusion: His prayer for joy (v4) is answered by a
of God.
