Genesis 36:1-37:1

Main Point:
Instead of envying the wicked for their prosperity, wait patiently
for your good things to come.

1. The wicked are alive and well today.

2. The wicked are usually prosperous in this life.

3. Because of their prosperity, it can be easy to envy the
wicked.

4. But it’s foolish to envy the wicked because they will one day
be judged by God.

5. And it’s also foolish to envy the wicked because your good
things will come eventually.

Hebrews 12:16 16 lest there be any fornicator or profane person like Esau, who for
one morsel of food sold his birthright. (NKJV)
