Deuteronomy 31:7-8 — “Be strong and courageous, for you shall go with this people
into the land... The Lord is the One who goes ahead of you; He will be with you.
He will not fail you or forsake you. Do not fear or be dismayed.”

Joshua 1:7-9 — “Have | not commanded you? Be strong and very courageous!
Do not tremble or be dismayed, for the Lord your God is with you wherever you go.”

2 Kings 6:15,16 — “Behold, an army with horses and chariots was circling the city.
And his servant said, ‘Alas, my master! What shall we do?’ So he answered,
‘Do not fear, for those who are with us are more than those who are with them.””

2 Chronicles 20:3,17 - “Jehoshaphat was afraid and turned his attention to seek
the Lord, and proclaimed a fast throughout all Judah. So Judah gathered together
to seek help from the Lord...

Psalm 34:4 - “] sought the Lord and He answered me, and delivered me from all my fears.”

Psalm 46:1-2, 10 — “God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in trouble.
Therefore, we will not fear, though the earth should change and though the
mountains slip into the heart of the sea... Be still and know that | am God;

I will be exalted among the nations, | will be exalted in the earth.”

Psalm 56:4 — “In God, whose word | praise, in God | have put my trust;
I shall not be afraid... What can mere man do to me?”

Psalm 112:5-7 — “It is well with the man who is gracious and lends; He will maintain
his cause in judgment. For he will never be shaken; the righteous will be remembered
forever. He will not fear evil tidings; his heart is steadfast, trusting in the Lord.”

Psalm 118:6 — “The Lord is for me; | will not fear; what can man do to me?

Isaiah 26:3 — “The steadfast of mind You will keep in perfect peace, because he trusts
in You. Trust in the Lord forever, for in God the Lord, we have an everlasting Rock.”



Isaiah 41:10 - “Do not fear, for | am with you; do not anxiously look about you,
for | am your God. | will strengthen you, surely | will help you, surely | will uphold
you with My righteous right hand.”
