Quote of the Week

"The pattern of replication found in the Tabernacle speaks of the dynamic
character of God's revelation and of His program for history. The tabernacle
is a replica of heaven, while the Holy Place is a replica of the Most Holy Place,
the courtyard is a replica of the Holy Place, and even the people’s tent
dwellings are replicas of the Tabernacle in a more distant way. These replicas
move outward from a centerpoint in heaven to the prosaic everyday life of
the people. The outward movement shows that there is yet more to be
revealed—the Tabernacle is only a copy of heavenly things (Hebrews 8:5;
9:23; 10:1).The greater revelation of the future goes hand in hand with the
accomplishment of God's program for history, namely, to fill the whole world
with His heavenly glory (Revelation 221:22-23). Then His will shall be done
on earth as it is in heaven (Matthew 6:10)."
