1. What is Proverbs?

— proverbs are pithy, picturesque statements of truth

2. Who wrote Proverbs?

— King Solomon (~930BC), main author of biblical wisdom

3. To whom was Proverbs written?

— to Solomon’s sons, to his descendants, to every courtier 
and citizen, and to every one of us

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Israel’s Prophets Quoted “Lady Wisdom”

Micah 3:1–4 was preached 200 years after Solomon.

Jeremiah 11:9-15 was preached 300 years after Solomon.

Ezekiel 7:23-27 was preached 300 years after Solomon.

Zechariah 7:9-14 was preached 400 years after Solomon.
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THE FOUNDATION FOR A WISE LIFE

1. Do you respect the Lord? (verses 1–7)           
“The fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge.”

2. Do you repudiate peer pressure? (verses 9–19)  
“If sinners entice you, do not consent.”

3. Do you repent when corrected? (verses 20–33) 
“Turn at my reproof, and I’ll pour out wisdom on you!”

repudiate peer pressure, 
and repent when you’re corrected.
