AFFIRMATION OF FAITH Heidelberg Catechism #45, 57

45. Q: How does Christ’s resurrection benefit us?

A. First, by his resurrection he has overcome death, so that he might make us
share in the righteousness he obtained for us by his death. Second, by his
power we too are already raised to a new life. Third, Christ’s resurrection is a
sure pledge to us of our blessed resurrection.

A. Not only will my soul be taken immediately after this life to Christ its head, but
also my very flesh will be raised by the power of Christ, reunited with my soul
and made like Christ’s glorious body.
