is presented

. The 144,000 and Their New Song (1-5)
A. We have already identified the 144,000 as all
the saints of God
B. They are marked out in a similar fashion as the
“people of the beast”
C. Their voice sounds like the voice of Christ (a
call again to proper witness)
D. Their song is a song only for the redeemed
E. “Not defiled by women” — spiritual purity
