Examine the Scriptures (Be Berean!)

● Rom 1:5 
● 1 Tim 1:17; Jude 25 

  

Consider & Discuss (Be Transformed!) 
● What is it for God to “establish” a Christian? 

● Is there a difference between God’s ability to establish and His actual establishing? 

● How does God establish Christians? 

● Who or what “has been made known to all the nations…” (*26)? 

● What is “the obedience of faith” (26) in the church universal and in your life personally? 

● What is conveyed in calling God “the only wise God”? 

● Community Group Discussion: State Paul’s “to God be the glory” (paraphrase from 25 and 27) in your own 

words. What is our role individually in seeing the glory be God’s? Collectively as a church body?
