The Old Testament Reading 
 
Leviticus 19:9-18 

 
9 “When you reap the harvest of your land, you shall not reap your field right up to its edge, neither shall 
you gather the gleanings after your harvest. 10 And you shall not strip your vineyard bare, neither shall 
you gather the fallen grapes of your vineyard. You shall leave them for the poor and for the sojourner: I 
am the Lord your God. 11 “You shall not steal; you shall not deal falsely; you shall not lie to one another. 
12 You shall not swear by my name falsely, and so profane the name of your God: I am the Lord.13 “You 
shall not oppress your neighbor or rob him. The wages of a hired worker shall not remain with you all 
night until the morning. 14 You shall not curse the deaf or put a stumbling block before the blind, but you 
shall fear your God: I am the Lord. 15 “You shall do no injustice in court. You shall not be partial to the 
poor or defer to the great, but in righteousness shall you judge your neighbor. 16 You shall not go around 
as a slanderer among your people, and you shall not stand up against the life of your neighbor: I am the 
Lord. 17 “You shall not hate your brother in your heart, but you shall reason frankly with your neighbor, 
lest you incur sin because of him. 18 You shall not take vengeance or bear a grudge against the sons of 
your own people, but you shall love your neighbor as yourself: I am the Lord. 

 
 
 



The New Testament Reading 
 
James 2:1-13 
 
1 My brothers, show no partiality as you hold the faith in our Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord of glory. 2 For if 
a man wearing a gold ring and fine clothing comes into your assembly, and a poor man in shabby 
clothing also comes in, 3 and if you pay attention to the one who wears the fine clothing and say, “You 
sit here in a good place,” while you say to the poor man, “You stand over there,” or, “Sit down at my 
feet,” 4 have you not then made distinctions among yourselves and become judges with evil thoughts? 
5 Listen, my beloved brothers, has not God chosen those who are poor in the world to be rich in faith 
and heirs of the kingdom, which he has promised to those who love him? 6 But you have dishonored the 
poor man. Are not the rich the ones who oppress you, and the ones who drag you into court? 7 Are they 
not the ones who blaspheme the honorable name by which you were called? 8 If you really fulfill the 
royal law according to the Scripture, “You shall love your neighbor as yourself,” you are doing well. 9 But 
if you show partiality, you are committing sin and are convicted by the law as transgressors. 10 For 
whoever keeps the whole law but fails in one point has become guilty of all of it. 11 For he who said, “Do 
not commit adultery,” also said, “Do not murder.” If you do not commit adultery but do murder, you have 
become a transgressor of the law. 12 So speak and so act as those who are to be judged under the law 
of liberty. 13 For judgment is without mercy to one who has shown no mercy. Mercy triumphs over 
judgment.

    He has fully paid for all my sins with his precious blood, and has delivered me from the tyranny of 
the devil. He also watches over me in such a way that not a hair can fall from my head without the 
will of my Father in heaven; in fact, all things must work together for my salvation. 
 

    Because I belong to him, Christ, by his Holy Spirit, also assures me of eternal life and makes me 
wholeheartedly willing and ready from now on to live for him.
