A. Jesus is accused of dining with sinners
B. Jesus says, “There’s more joy in heaven when...”
1. This is a condemnation of the Pharisees’ self-righteousness
A lost coin
A. Woman has 9 more, the value of one is small compared to the rest
B The woman diligently searches for the lost coin
C. There is a celebration with her friends when it is found
D Jesus says, “There is more joy in heaven...”

The younger one offends him and leaves, losing everything of any value
