• God moves forward - v. 1–2 
Sinful tendency to look back:  
Gen 19:26  But his wife looked back behind him, and she became a pillar of salt.  
Num 14:4  So they said to one another, "Let us select a leader and return to Egypt."  
God is calling His people forward: 
Gen 12:1  Now the LORD had said to Abram: "Get out of your country, From your family And from 
your father's house, To a land that I will show you.  

 
Philippians 3:13–15 Brethren, I do not count myself to have apprehended; but one thing I 
do, forgetting those things which are behind and reaching forward to those things which 
are ahead, I press toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ 
Jesus. Therefore let us, as many as are mature, have this mind; 
 

• God is with you - v. 3–5 
God’s presence means that one is in a right relationship with Him - Exo 33:15  Then he said to Him, "If 
Your Presence does not go with us, do not bring us up from here.  

 
 
Psalm 23:4 Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no 
evil; For You are with me; Your rod and Your staff, they comfort me. 
 

• God will encourage you - v. 6–7 
To shore up; To make able; 1Sa 17:50  So David prevailed over the Philistine with a sling 
and a stone, and struck the Philistine and killed him. But there was no sword in the hand 
of David.  
To be determined: Rth 1:18(16–17) When she saw that she was determined to go with 

her, she stopped speaking to her. 
 

• Stay in God’s word - v. 8 
Meditate: to speak; groan; mutter; To meditate on God’s word is to speak God’s word to yourself;
