Directory of Publick Worship (1645): Of the Preaching of the Word

He [the minister] is not to rest in general doctrine, although never so much cleared and
confirmed, but to bring it home to special use, by application to his hearers: which
albeit it prove a work of great difficulty to himself, requiring much prudence, zeal, and
meditation, and to the natural and corrupt man will be very unpleasant; yet he is to
endeavour to perform it in such a manner that his auditors may feel the word of God
to be quick and powerful, and a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart and
that, if any unbeliever or ignorant person be present, he may have the secrets of his

heart made manifest, and give glory to God.
