• In verses 10–12, Peter quotes David in Psalm 34:12–14. 

• In verse 14, Peter refers to Jesus in Matthew 5:10–12.

• In verses 14–15, Peter alludes to Isaiah 8:12–13.

Christian hope is so life-transforming that
it empowers us to love and peace 

even while we suffer.
