We are taught to acknowledge the absolute sovereignty of our Father, and His wisdom to know our need andC.

This petition does not allow for sloth, but diligence in our work.A.

The plural pronouns “us” and “our” mean that we are concerned for the whole body of Christ, not only for self.B.

This petition implies contentment with just bread and daily.C.

We learn more and more to look up for our every need and to be content.D.
