   16 But arise, and stand on your feet; for this purpose I have appeared to you, to appoint you a minister  

   and a witness not only to the things which you have seen, but also to the things in which I will appear  

   to you; 17 delivering you from the Jewish people and from the Gentiles, to whom I am sending you, 
  

   1-Consuming desire and commitment

   2-Confirmation of the body/leaders  
    Acts 13:1 while they were ministering to the Lord and fasting, the Holy Spirit said, "Set apart for Me  

     Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called them." 
 

   3-Communication gifts  
    Ephesians 4:11-12 He gave …some as pastors and teachers, 12 for the equipping of the saints …  

    1 Timothy 5:17 Let the elders who rule well be considered worthy of double honor, especially those who  

     work hard at preaching and teaching. 
   

   4-Continuing fruit  
    John 15:8 By this is My Father glorified, that you bear much fruit, and so prove to be My disciples. 16 "You  

     did not choose Me, but I chose you, and appointed you, that you should go and bear fruit, and that
