WE APPROACH THE LORD
Call to Worship

by John and recorded in the book of Revelation, informs our worship,
focusing it properly as based upon the atoning death of Christ, the Lamb
of God, who, in the words of John the Baptizer (as recorded in his gospel
by the Apostle John), “takes away the sin of the world (John [:29)."

WE ACKNOWLEDGE OUR SIN

* Reading from the Law



In the Old Covenant, sin required an offering of an animal that was killed
after the sinner laid his hands on the head, and the blood sprinkled on the
altar by the priest, signifying that the animal had died in the place of the
sinner to make atonement for him.All this pointed to Christ, the final and
real offering for the sins of His people.

Leviticus 1:1-5 BV

The LORD called Moses and spoke to him from the tent of meeting,
saying, 2 "Speak to the people of Israel and say to them,When any one of
you brings an offering to the LORD, you shall bring your offering of
livestock from the herd or from the flock.

3"If his offering is a burnt offering from the herd, he shall offer a male
without blemish. He shall bring it to the entrance of the tent of meeting,
that he may be accepted before the LORD. 4 He shall lay his hand on the
head of the burnt offering, and it shall be accepted for him to make
atonement for him. > Then he shall kill the bull before the LORD, and
Aaron's sons the priests shall bring the blood and throw the blood
against the sides of the altar that is at the entrance of the tent of meeting.

Assurance of Pardoning Grace

We who once were far away have been brought near through the blood
of Christ, so that now we are the Temple, the place of His presence.

'8 For through him we both have access in one Spirit to the Father
19 So then you are no longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow
citizens with the saints and members of the household of God, 20 built on
the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus himself being
the cornerstone, 2! in whom the whole structure, being joined together,
grows into a holy temple in the Lord. 22 In him you also are being built
together into a dwelling place for God by the Spirit.
