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1 Thessalonians 5:1-11 (NKJV) g
' 1 But concerning the times and the seasons, brethren, you have no need that I %
& should write to you. 2 For you yourselves know perfectly that the day of the Lord %

so comes as a thief in the night. 3 For when they say, “Peace and safety!” then

¥ sudden destruction comes upon them, as labor pains upon a pregnant woman. And
8 they shall not escape. 4 But you, brethren, are not in darkness, so that this Day
should overtake you as a thief. 5 You are all sons of light and sons of the day.

= We are not of the night nor of darkness. 6 Therefore let us not sleep, as others do,

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ﬂ 4- The Application for Us

* There is a future period of time in which terrible destruction will occur on the inhabitants of the earth. This
destruction will be worse than an unparalleled locust invasion.

* God is sovereign and this destruction 1s from His Almighty hand. This tells us truth about God:
* God 1s bigger than the biggest destruction... think about that!

* God 1s serious about sin and will punish sin. For those trusting in the Lord they will be delivered

* God 1s not just sovereign over Israel and matters pertaining to the Middle East. But He is sovereign over the
universe.
