
A Living Sacrifice 
Romans 12:1 

 
After knowing all that God has done for us what shall we do for Him? 
 
I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God - This is call to respond.  
 
that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God 

• The command is to present: to set before; to yield; to surrender 

• This is not a one-time action but something that happens every time we consider 
the mercies of God. 

• This is sacrificial language, so body is appropriate. The whole lamb is sacrificed to 
God, its whole body is placed upon the altar. 

• The body stands for the whole person by emphasizing the outward life.  

• As a living sacrifice, we are to offer ourselves continually as long as we live! 

• We are dead to sin but alive to God - Romans 6:11 So consider yourselves dead to 
sin's power but living for God in the power Christ Jesus gives you.  

• Improper sacrifices were not accepted by the Lord - Deuteronomy 17:1 You shall 
not sacrifice to the LORD your God a bull or sheep which has any blemish or 
defect, for that is an abomination to the LORD your God.  

• God accepts right sacrifices from a right heart - Psalm 51:16–17 For You do not 
desire sacrifice, or else I would give it; You do not delight in burnt offering. The 
sacrifices of God are a broken spirit, A broken and a contrite heart—These, O 
God, You will not despise.  

• Sacrifices to God are to be holy, consecrated unto God, dedicated to Him, and 
separated to God away from the world - Ephesians 5:1–14 

 
which is your reasonable service.  

• This could be translated as which is your spiritual service of worship. 

• Spiritual service would be the heart and soul of our sacrifice rather than just a 
mechanical ceremonial act. 

• Reasonable service is the rational reasoning behind our sacrifice. The mind, heart, 
and will acting intentionally through the body.  

• It is completely rational and reasonable, given the mercies of God, for believers to 
dedicate themselves wholly to God. It makes since to live sacrificially for God, 
right? 

• Service is worship. The priests served in the temple. We are to serve Him in the 
temple of our body. 

 
God is calling us to sacrifice our whole life to Him as an act worship.  
The problem with a living sacrifice is that it keeps crawling off the altar.
