WLC Q. 108. What are the duties required in the second commandment? A. The 
duties required in the second commandment are, the receiving, ob- serving, and keeping 
pure and entire, all such religious worship and ordinances as God hath instituted in his 
Word; particularly prayer and thanksgiving in the name of  Christ; the reading, preaching, 
and hearing of  the Word; the administration and receiving of  the sacraments; church 
government and discipline; the ministry and maintenance thereof; religious fasting; 
swearing by the name of  God, and vowing unto him: as also the disapproving, detesting, 
opposing, all false worship; and, according to each one’s place and calling, removing it, 
and all monuments of  idolatry.

WLC Q. 45: How doth Christ execute the office of  a king? A. Christ executeth the 
office of  a king, in calling out of  the world a people to himself, and giving them officers, 
laws, and censures, by which he visibly governs them; in bestowing saving grace upon his 
elect, rewarding their obedience, and correcting them for their sins, preserving and 
supporting them under all their temptations and sufferings, restraining and overcoming all 
their enemies, and powerfully ordering all things for his own glory, and their good; and 
also in taking vengeance on the rest, who know not God, and obey not the gospel.
