B. Your SPIRITUAL WARFARE. (6:10-24)

1. The Believer’s ENABLEMENT. (6:10) Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord and in the
power of His might.

2. The Believer’s ENGAGEMENT. (6:11a) Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to
stand...

3. The Believer’s ENEMIES. (6:11b -12) Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to
stand against the wiles of the devil. For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against
principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts
of wickedness in the heavenly places.

4. The Believer’s EXHORTATION. (6:13) Therefore, take up the whole armor of God, that you
may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand. Stand therefore...

5. The Believer’s EQUIPMENT / ARMOR. (6:14-20)

Some general observations about the whole armor of God:

1) The exhortations of 6:10, 11, and 13 relate to God has provided.

2) All believers are to and the whole armor of God regardless
of what stage of they are at or they have been
saved.
