Why did the scribes and Pharisees bring the woman who had been caught in adultery to
Jesus?

How did they respond to public exposure of their sin?

Have you ever been forgiven by someone (other than Jesus) for something that you
know you definitely did/handled wrong? How did that make you feel?

How easy is it for you to forgive others who have wronged you or those you love (your
children)?

Jesus tells the adulterous woman that he does not condemn her. What can we learn
from that?
