= Why do we find it so difficult to affirm others for excellence in
“common pool” traits, while affirming others in “specialist pool”
fraits often comes easily2

= If gracious words give life and are sweetness to the souls of

others, are we regularly considering who we can build up
through a ministry of affirmation and encouragement?2
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
