e travel toJerusalem
e bring offerings from the first fruits of the wheat harvest to give to the Lord
e nowork
e gather together to rejoice in the Lord
e feastin thankfulness to Him
e offer sacrifices to the Lord
e give to provide for the Levites and the needy

e The Feast of Unleavened Bread starts on the 15th day of the 1st month.
e Somewhere during that week you have a normal Saturday Sabbath.

e On the day after that Sabbath, they would bring in the first sheaf from the barley harvest to

present to the Lord.

e The Feast of Weeks was 50 days after that day: the first fruits from the wheat harvest

presented to the Lord.
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The Feast & Christ

1. Jesus was crucified at the time of the Passover.
2. Jesus rose from the dead at the time of the offering of the first fruits described in Leviticus 23.
3. Jesus sent the Holy Spirit and His church was born on the exact day of the Festival of Harvest.
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Crucifixion| |Resurrection Holy Spirit / Church

We live in the daily blessings of the fulfillment of the festival:
1. Christ the first-fruit of the resurrection: the promise of resurrection to come

2. The first-fruits of the church: the Holy Spirit (the first fruit of our salvation) and the first
converts in the church (the first fruit of all new covenant believers)
