WCF 5.1  God the great Creator of all things doth uphold,(1) direct, 
dispose, and govern all creatures, actions, and things,(2) from the 
greatest even to the least,(3) by His most wise and holy providence,(4) 
according to His infallible foreknowledge,(5) and the free and 
immutable counsel of His own will,(6) to the praise of the glory of His 
wisdom, power, justice, goodness, and mercy.(7)

deceitfulness of their hearts, that they may be humbled;(1) and, to raise 
them to a more close and constant dependence for their support upon 
Himself, and to make them more watchful against all future occasions of 
sin, and for sundry other just and holy ends.(2)
