F. Exhibit true Christian qualities

seeketh not her own, is not easily provoked, thinketh no evil; 6 Rejoiceth
not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the truth: 7 Beareth all things, believeth all
things, hopeth all things, endureth all things.
