1. Definition – any ability that is empowered by the Holy 
Spirit and used in any ministry of the church (Grudem, 
1016). 

    
2. Purpose – Spiritual gifts are given to equip the church to 

carry out its ministry until Christ returns (Grudem, 1018).
