Communication

We sent out our first quarter prayer/newsletter to 11 supporting churches (in three
states), 128 other churches with which we have a relationship in this ministry (in 15
states), and 64 individual supporters (in 10 states). These 203 letters went to a total of
18 states.

| sent 30 letters to churches to thank them for ministry opportunities.

With the help of a faithful volunteer, we sent 26 regular editions, and two special
editions, of our weekly e-newsletter. At the end of June, we were sending the email to
727 subscribers.

| produce a “Weekly Prayer Update” each Wednesday morning, which | currently send
to eight churches and one family, as well as posting it on Facebook.
