4. We know we are growing in humility when we see the virtues
of others while seeing our own weaknesses and sins.

5. We know we are growing in humility when we spend much
time in prayer. The obvious characteristic of a physical beggar is
that he’s always asking for help. So the spiritual beggar is always
knocking on heaven’s door.

6. We know we are growing in humility if we take Christ on
His terms.
