Romans 12:9 

 
We are commanded to live sacrificially (v. 1), to separate from the world (v. 2), to make 
a sober assessment of ourself (v. 3), and to serve the body of Christ (v. 4–8).  
 
We are commanded to have a genuine love for each other. 
 
Spiritual gifts should always be exercised in love: 

• Love is superior to spiritual gifts - 1 Corinthians 12:31 

• Love is the goal of spiritual gifts - Ephesians 4:16 

• Love is the motivation for spiritual gifts - 1 Peter 4:8–11 
 
Love without hypocrisy 

• Hypocrisy is pretense, duplicity, or a false presentation. A hypocrite pretends to be 
what he is not. The Greek word was used for an impersonator or an actor in a play. 

• The enemies of Jesus pretended to His followers - Luke 20:20 So they watched Him, 
and sent spies who pretended to be righteous… 

• It is possible to have pretenders in the church today - Jude 1:12–13; Luke 17:1–4 

• Genuine love will be shared among genuine saints - John 13:34–35 A new 
commandment I give to you, that you love one another; as I have loved you, that you 
also love one another. By this all will know that you are My disciples, if you have love 
for one another; Ephesians 1:15 Therefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the 
Lord Jesus and your love for all the saints; Colossians 1:4 since we heard of your faith 
in Christ Jesus and of your love for all the saints; Philemon 1:5 hearing of your love 
and faith which you have toward the Lord Jesus and toward all the saints, 1 Peter 
5:14 Greet one another with a kiss of love. Peace to you all who are in Christ Jesus. 
Amen.  

• Genuine love is serving the saints - Hebrews 6:10 For God is not unjust to forget your 
work and labor of love which you have shown toward His name, in that you have 
ministered to the saints, and do minister.  

• Genuine love is sacrificing and giving to brothers and sisters in Christ - 1 John 3:16–18  

• Genuine love is forgiving sin and not allowing sin to destroy the body of Christ - 1 Peter 
4:8 And above all things have fervent love for one another, for "LOVE WILL COVER A 
MULTITUDE OF SINS."  

 
Brother and sister, only the Holy Spirit can produce a genuine love for each other. 
1 Peter 1:22 Since you have in obedience to the truth purified your souls for a sincere love
